REGIONAL NSP DEMOLITION PROGRAM GUIDELINES

PURPOSE

It is the main goal of the Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) is to assist eligible communities to
demolish blighted and substandard structures for future redevelopment. The program will prevent the spread
of blight and its influence, provide assistance to those of the greatest need, and improve the availability and
desirability of future redevelopment, which will increase the attractiveness of existing neighborhoods, and
increase local employment. This program will be operated by the Northeast Economic Development, Inc (NED
Inc) through its seven (7) member Board of Directors. The Board of Directors is responsible for the
establishment of the following guidelines.

DEFINITION OF BLIGHTED STRUCTURE

Blighted structures will follow the Nebraska Department of Economic Development (DED) Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) NSP definition. “This definition includes, but is not limited to. “any
dwelling, garage, outbuilding, warchouse, commercial building or any other structure or part of a structure,
which: because of the effects of fire, wind, flood, or other natural disaster; because of physical deterioration:
or, because of demolition, or partial demolition, not carried out to completion within a reasonable period of
time. This structure is not habitable as dwelling, or, in the case of a non-dwelling structure, is no longer useful
for the purpose for which the non-dwelling structure was intended, and which has been designated by NED
Inc. as detrimental to the public health or safety in its present condition and use.”

1.0_APPLICANT ELIGIBILITY

1.1 General (Conflict of Interest)

No member of the governing body, official, employee, agent or member of their immediate family of NED Inc
who exercises policy., decision-making functions or responsibilities in connection with the planning and
implementation of the NSP program shall directly or indirectly benefit from this program, unless the Nebraska
Department of Economic Development (NDED) has granted written exception to that member. This
prohibition shall continue for one year after an individual’s relationship with the NED Inc ends. Any other
employee, officer, or board member may be eligible, but will be treated no differently in the determination of
applications accepted for funding.

2.0 PROPERTY ELIGIBILITY

2.1 Location
The structures to be demolished will be located in the communities of NED Inc’s service area that are eligible
for NSP funds as defined by NDED in Exhibit M of the original grant application. These communities are-

Columbus, Dodge. Fremont, Inglewood, Madison, Norfolk, Oakland, Orchard, Plainview, Schuyler, Scribner,
Snyder, Stanton, Tekamah and West Point

2.2 Unit Characteristics

Only vacant blighted and substandard units (residential and/or commercial) will be eligible for demolition.
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
